Key Challenges (29 December, 2022)

e Unable to address the humanitarian food needs of 42% of the target population by all food partners (in
2nd Round of 2022).

 Humanitarian access in the region, particularly in border areas and locations off the main roads in rural
woredas or requiring cross-line movements, continues to be challenging. Protection of civilians,
humanitarian assets and supplies by all parties to the conflict remains a major concern.

* Together with the local authorities and communities, partners are working on re-targeting to include
people who are newly displaced or experiencing secondary displacement in the caseload and identifying
other most vulnerable people in need based on available vulnerability information (for instance,
demographic and socio-economic data). This exercise has been very challenging due to fluid population
movements, high number of displaced people, limited or non-existing local government structure, and
presence of multiple armed actors in some areas, causing delays in food distribution in some locations.

Way Forward (29 December, 2022)

* Resumption of banking services across Tigray and flow of commercial goods into the region is critical to
support partners to provide timely and adequate assistance in addition to improved humanitarian food
and fuel supply movement. With more food supplies arriving in Tigray, partners require more cash to
cover relevant costs for loading, offloading, dispatch and monitoring. Without functional banking service
in most of the region, access to cash remains restricted and lack of sufficient cash continues to hamper
food response.

 Sustaining the ongoing food assistance through the most appropriate modalities, complementing it with
agriculture and livelihood support in collaboration with other clusters is critical to improve food security
in the region and prevent further deterioration. It is expected that food assistance will be needed at least
up to next main harvest season in late 2023. Scaling up support for agricultural production, market
integration and early recovery activities with provision of regular and predictable assistance is urgently
needed to reduce the food gaps in Tigray.

The Logistics Cluster is supporting partners in the compilation of the movement needs, notifying EDRMC and compiling the information of the confirmed arrivals

To receive the EDRMC support letter: humanitarian partners are required to notify the Logistics Cluster of intended movement using the template provided in
this document. Partners are also required by EDRMC to report back to the Logistics Cluster on confirmed arrivals.

Partners are accountable for their cargo and for timely notification of cargo movement.

Failure to notify EDRMC may induce complications along the Humanitarian Corridors.

Some partners have not resumed/IMC
their services. Over due dislodging request in many IDP sites especially in Mai Woini, Kisanet and many
in Shire likely to cause community health issues.

Shelter/NFI- shelters and communal facilities as much , 04 Protection Desks,06 WGSS, 04 ECCD, 163 Self
constructed shelters and 92 Partners constructed shelters in Shire AoR are damaged.

Weekly service monitoring on the quality of humanitarian service provision and site profiling has been
done at six IDP sites in Shire and hence NFI-kits, dignity kits, supplementary food, soap, pesticides,
shortage of clean water supply, food, and medicine are at a very minimal level that cannot meet the
demand of the IDPs and IDPs keep complaining on the scarcity of assistances.

Achievements

The Cluster maintained some of the damaged communal kitchen in Hibret IDPs site in Shire AoR also
constructing protection Desks in Mekelle.

In the Taba Woyane IDP site, some IDPs are engaging in backyard vegetable gardening and are able to
supplement their food gap and generate income to some extent that enabled them to cover some
household expenses.

With a view of ensuring site maintenance activities like reconstruction of communal kitchens,
maintenance of Injera Baking stoves, maintenance of electric wiring, installation of lumps, distribution of
solar lumps, maintenance of Doors and windows were conducted in various IDP sites.

With a view of strengthening community participation and governance in key areas like security and Site
management services the CCCM distributed CCCM toolkits like pickaxes, sickles, hoes, digging bars, hand
saws, hammers, PVC buckets, in various IDP sites.
